1. Driffield airfield (disused) [145 / 7]. Note large white hangars.

2. Lissett windfarm [210/ 7]

3. D-shaped & round reservoirs. The runway centre is on a bearing of
approximately 155 degrees from the centre of the round one.

Humber Bridge [020 / 12]

VOR Ottringham (OTR) [325 / 15]
